SOIL MOVEMENT PERMIT APPLICATIONS
Memo to Administrative Officer

“The following soil movement permit applications were reviewed by the Environmental Commission on April 28, 2010.  Comments are listed below:

Steve Masi, Gardiner Street  Block 102, Lot 23.3, E-BD-216-2360, dated 4/22/10.    We question the proposed 2,000 sq. ft. easement within the riparian buffer for tree planting.  We need clarification on that point.  

The tree preservation application is approved with the stipulation that four of the replacement trees (required) be native deciduous trees.  Fourteen trees will be removed.
Mahwah Land, LLC, 10 Aronow Place  Block 126, Lot 126.06, E-BD-216-1908-03A, amended 4/8/10.  The tree preservation application state nine trees will be removed and that there will be three replacement trees (pin oak and red maple).  Approved.”
SITE PLAN REVIEW

Vista Bahn Estates, LLC  BOA Dkt. 1306-10

The site plan was reviewed.  The 12ft. walls seem excessive.  The tree preservation plan shows there will be fourteen replacement trees (55 trees being removed).

Comments to Board of Adjustment:

Review accepted – with comments.

“The Commission feels that a 12 ft. wall is not the best solution.  We assure that all technical questions will be handled by the Township Engineer.

The tree replacement plan is accepted.  There will be fourteen replacement trees.”
