Tom Sherwood, 49 Skytop Drive Bl. 154, Lot 7, E-BD-216-304-534, dated 5/6/2010.  We note that ten trees will be removed.  We request that the number of replacement trees be increased to three.   Approved.”

· NJ DEP, dated April 29, 2010, concerning potable well water analyses in vicinity of Bolkema Fuel Company, 75 Mollie Court.   Based on study results, the water obtained from this well is acceptable for drinking water purposes.
